Dress Code for Receiving Sacraments 

 

Boys/Men—Long sleeved Oxford or similar white dress shirt, dark dress pants 

(uniform style or better), red tie (long, not a bow tie), and dark dress shoes. No 

jackets. 

 

Girls/Women—White or off-white dress outfit and black or white dress shoes that 

you can walk in comfortably. 

 

Additional Guidelines: 

 

1. No see-through garments, halter tops, spaghetti straps, tube tops, muscle shirts, 

bare midriff outfits, or shirts or blouses that are tied and rise above the waist. 

Dresses and tops should not be low cut. 

 

2. No sneakers, flip flops, or crocs. 

 

3. Skirts, shorts, and dresses must be no shorter than 3 inches above the knee when 

kneeling. 

 

4. No piercing jewelry other than earrings. Please do not carry a purse during the 

processional. 

 

5. Please do not bring cell phones or chew gum. 

 

A general rule of thumb is that in no way should one’s choices be a distraction. If 

you are in doubt, wear something else.
